APA RIA Program FAQs

Can a RIA applicant apply more than one research question in same funding
cycle?

Yes, applicants may submit more than one research question in the same funding cycle .
Only one award, however, will be given per Principal Investigator per year.

. Are third year residents eligible?

Eligibility is limited to residents in their first —or second-year of residency, however third-
year residents in a Med-Peds residency are also eligible. Given the intent of the award, the
applicants must be a resident both at the initiation and completion of the award,

What is the definition of resident investigator?
Resident investigators are defined as doctor, nurse or surgeon engaged in a residency.

My institution requires | include indirect costs. Is this acceptable?
Indirect costs are not acceptable and will not be considered.

Can | include funds for a statistician in my budget?
Yes, direct costs for statisticians are acceptable, as long as they are properly justified in
the proposal.

. Where do | send my proposal?

Only electronic submissions will be accepted. Applications must be submitted through
the APA website at the following link:

. Towhom should letters be addressed?

. What format should I use for my biosketch?

The biographical sketch should follow the standard NIH biosketch form. For this
purpose, the biosketch is not to exceed two pages. The form can be found at the

Yes, as long as your letter of intent is preceded by an application for APA membership.
